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As mais populares innovaciéns educativas adoitan ter pro-
fundas raices na historia da educacién. Esquecer eses ali-
cerces lévanos a reinventar a roda nas aulas dia tras dia,
un custo de esforzo e tempo que non sempre podemos
asumir. Para recobrar a memoria pedagdxica e para amo-
sar que a educacion é algo mais que modas, neste artigo
repasaremos a longa traxectoria da metodoloxia ABP con
todas as sUas luces e tamén algunha sombra.
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The most popular educational innovations usually have
deep roots within the history of education. Forgetting tho-
se pillars leads us to re-invent daily the wheel in the class-
rooms, a cost of effort and time which always we cannot
assume. In order to recover the pedagogical memory and
to show that education is something more than fashions,
in this article we will review the large trajectory of the ABP
methodology with all its lights and also some shadow.

O conxunto de estratexias de ensino e aprendizaxe que
compofien a pedagoxia dos proxectos son a forma mais
axeitada para unha escola que ten como obxectivo de-
senvolver habilidades para a vida, e é coherente co cofie-
cemento cientifico que dispofiemos sobre como as per-
soas aprenden.

The set of teaching and learning strategies that set up the
pedagogy of projects is the most appropriate way for a
school which aims to develop life competencies and is
consistent with the scientific knowledge we have about
how people learn.
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O traballo por proxectos adoita presentarse como exem-
plo de metodoloxia innovadora, por ser moi distinta &
chamada metodoloxia tradicional. Porén, tratase dunha
metodoloxia de case cen anos, recomendada explicita-
mente pola lexislacién educativa e de emprego mais que
frecuente na vida diaria da cidadania. Ademais de abor-
dar estas cuestions iniciais, o artigo presenta sete orien-
taciéns que poden axudar a implementar esta metodo-
loxia nas aulas.

Project work is often existing as an example of innovati-
ve methodology, as it is very different from the traditio-
nal one. However, it is a methodology from almost already
a hundred years, specifically recommended by education
and employment legislation very often in the citizens dai-
ly life. In addition to addressing these early issues, the ar-
ticle offers seven guidelines which can help to implement
this methodology within the classrooms.

A actual lexislacién educativa propdn férmulas didacticas

The current educational legislation suggests didactic
approaches closer to the project methodologies than to
those usual dynamics in the classrooms during the com-
pulsory and post-compulsory education. In this article
examples of this change are offered and is encouraged to
use the legality in order to jump to teaching-learning dy-
namics of the 21st century.

O CPI Plurilingtie Virxe da Cela asenta o seu proxec-
to educativo nunha aposta firme polo desenvolvemento
dunha cultura educativa transformadora. Para isto, pro-
move o desefo de proxectos de traballo integrados nas
tres etapas educativas impartidas polo centro. Tratase de
establecer procesos educativos nos que o alumnado sexa
construtor e participe activo das stas aprendizaxes cun
sentido critico, responsable e cooperativo. A finalidade é
que as ditas aprendizaxes sexan transferibles e tefian re-
percusion no contexto e nas diferentes situaciéns as que
se enfronte o alumnado na vida. Asi, nestas lifias, ocupa-
monos de como o centro integra no seu proxecto educa-
tivo esta proposta pedagodxica que na actualidade se con-
figura como un dos sinais identitarios do Virxe da Cela.
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CPI Plurilingtie Virxe da Cela establishes its educational
project in a firm commitment to the development of a
transformative educational culture. For this, it promotes
the design of integrated work projects in the three educa-
tional stages taught by the center.lt is about establishing
educational processes in which the students are builders
and active participants in their learning with a critical, res-
ponsible and cooperative sense.The purpose is that these
learnings are transferable and have an impact on the con-
text and in the different situations that students face in life.
Thus, in these lines, we are concerned with how the cen-
ter integrates this pedagogical proposal into its educatio-
nal project which currently it is set as one of the identity
signals of Virxe da Cela.

Este proxecto xorde como unha iniciativa por parte de
duas nais e un pai que formaban parte dun Consello Es-
colar e que, pouco a pouco, grazas ao traballo dun equi-
po heteroxéneo de diferentes profesionais, foi crecendo
ata chegar a un nimero importante de centros. O Proxec-
to comeza cun xogo onde o alumnado ten que asociar
imaxes de pesoas na sUa vida cotid cunha determinada
profesién, onde na maioria das ocasiéns se pofien de ma-
nifesto innumerables estereotipos sexistas. A partir de af,
comeza a investigaciéon e o traballo curricular en cada ni-
vel. A continuacién reldtase como se desenvolveu a pro-
posta didactica no CPI de Atios, en Valdovifio.
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This project arises as an initiative by two mothers and one
father who were part of a School Board and that slowly,
thanks to the work of a heterogeneous team of different
professionals, was growing up to reach a significant num-
ber of centers. The Project starts with a game where the
students have to associate images of people in their dai-
ly life with a certain profession, where in most of the ca-
ses numerous sexist stereotypes are showed. From there,
begin the research and the curricular work at each level.
Then a description of how the didactic proposal was deve-
loped in the CPI of Atios in Valdovifio is described.

Normalizar a lingua a través de proxectos permite crear
un clima favorable na aula e manter a motivacién ao lon-
go de todo o proceso porque, desde o comezo, o alum-
nado soubo cal fa ser o resultado final, xa que foi el mes-
mo quen o suxeriu. A innovaciéon educativa do proxecto
reside na mellora da aprendizaxe que se produce a nivel
interdisciplinar, no uso das TIC como xogo e na valoriza-
cién da contorna e da lingua propia. A meta: dinamizar
a lingua dende a escola e acadar formar falantes sociais
conscientes de selo.
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Standardize the language through projects makes possi-
ble to create a promising environment in the classroom
and to maintain the motivation throughout the entire pro-
cess because from the beginning the students know what
will be the final outcome, since it was suggested by them.
Project educational innovation lies in the improvement of
the learning process which takes place at an interdiscipli-
nary level, in the use of ICT as a game and in the valoriza-
tion of the environment and own language. The goal: to
dynamize the language from the school and try to get so-
cial speakers aware of being so.

A inclusién no curriculo escolar de proxectos cun enfo-
que de aprendizaxe-servizo (ApS) leva consigo a asuncién
dunha cidadania responsable na que o profesorado é o
fio condutor de actividades que contribten & mellora da
salde, do coidado do medio, e do respecto polos bens
comuns.

Neste artigo amdsase a abordaxe da problematica da
obesidade na adolescencia a través do proxecto “Coma-
cinco” que se desenvolveu no marco do Plan Proxecta no
IES Francisco Davifia Rey.

The inclusion in the project’s school curriculum with a ser-
vice-learning approach (ApS) entails the assumption of
a responsible citizenship where the teachers are the key
element of the activities that contribute to the improve-
ment of health, care of the environment and the respect
for common goods.
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This article shows the approach to the problem of obesity
in youth through the “Comacinco” project which was de-
veloped within the framework of the Proxecta Plan at the
IES Francisco Davifia Rey.
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
